If You Think You Have the Swine Flu...

From the Bishop
In light of the recent health concerns that have arisen about
the potential spread of “swine flu”, it is important to recall
Bishop Bootkoski’s previous instruction about liturgical
practices and the risk of contagion at Mass.
If you are sick (and this holds true at all times, not just flu
season) you should refrain from drinking the Precious
Blood from the chalice, receiving the Body of Christ on the

tongue and exchanging the Sign of Peace by shaking hands.

It is the responsibility of the individual to make this
judgment. These practices should never be suspended
unilaterally by the priest celebrant or across the board for
an entire parish. Of course the wisest course of action, out
of consideration for our fellow parishioners, isto STAY
HOME when we are sick.
